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Less than 15 minutes from Bobcaygeon, Nogies Creek is an ideal destination for day trips, wild 
edible excursions, or a casual dip of the paddle. The wetland north of the put-in is rich with bird 
and beaver activity, with the Nogies Creek Waterway an area of special conservation concern 
owing to its unique natural features and geology along with a host of fisheries and wildlife.
